ENTRIES:

Open to stallions, mares, and geldings for years of age and over. (No stallions are allowed to be ridden by Juniors). Entry fee is
$55.00. A non-refundable deposit of $20.00 must accompany the entry form. Entries are limited to 44 horses. A waiting list will be
set up. If you are on the waiting list, your deposit will be held unless and until you get on the Ride. Any still on the waiting list by
Ride start will have their deposit returned. All cancellations received by Friday, August 24, 2007 will have their entry fee returned
(less deposit).

SCORING:
Horses will be judged 100% on condition after the Ride compared to their starting condition.

DISTANCE:
The Ride will be approximately 25 miles in length. Exact distance and timing to be announced at the pre-ride briefing.

PRE-RIDE:

Each rider must call for his ride packet and present a current Coggins Certificate and proof of Rabies vaccination upon arrival if it has
not been sent with his entry. Exams will begin at 1:00 pm on Friday, September 7™. Riders will be pre-vetted on a first come, first
served basis. Prior arrangements for late vetting MUST be made with the Ride Secretary (207-655-4224 or louisel @maine.rr.com).
THERE WILL BE NO VETTING ON SATURDAY MORNING.

THE COURSE:

The trails consist of dirt roads, woods roads, and trails, and pipeline. The terrain varies from good rolling trotting trails to moderate
hills. There are a couple of short, steep up or down stretches and there may be stream crossings. The course will be plainly marked
with mileage markers every 5 miles, except for the last 5 which will be marked every mile.

DIVISIONS:
Juniors - 17 years and under as of January 1*
Seniors - Anyone not a junior!

AWARDS:
Champion and Reserve Champion ribbons and three ribbons each will be given for first through sixth place. Various breed and other
awards may be given.

RULES:

All ECTRA rules will apply. No salves, liniments, or medications, no leg protection, no hosing of horses, and no artificially heated or
cooled water may be used. Electrolytes are allowed and encouraged. All riders must wear protections ASTM approved headgear.
ECTRA Rider Handbooks will be supplied upon request to the Secretary or seen on the web at www.ECTRA.org.

SHOEING:
There will not be a farrier present. Hoof boots similar to Easy Boots© are allowed as long as the boot does not touch the coronary
band.

FOOD:
The entry fee includes a light breakfast and a meal after the ride which will be an honest to goodness pig roast. If you need a
vegetarian meal or can’t eat pork, please let us know so that we can plan for you.

CAMPING:
.Horses can be in pens or tied. Camping is rough, there are no amenities. Water will be available at the camping area. Trash will be
on a carry-in carry-out basis. No fires will be allowed.
