VETTING: All horses are to be vetted on Sunday, beginning at 5:30. Horses must be on the grounds NO LATER than 7:00
A.M. Sunday morning. Ride briefing to follow; ride start as early as possible.

JUDGES: Vet Judge: Dr. Amy Worrell Lay Judge: Judy Cottrell

ENTRY FEE: Postmark by June 9: $65/Adult or $55/Junior or TCAC Member. After June 9 but by June 20: $80/$70. After June
20 (we may not receive it in time) or on ride day: $90/$80. Refunds (minus $15 to cover expenses) will be made IF your
place can be filled from the waiting list. Entry includes $1 ECTRA drug-testing fee, awards, and food. Separate camping
fee.

ELIGIBILITY: Limited to first 40 entries, with equines at least four (4) years old with current negative Coggins. RIDERS WILL
BE RESPONSIBLE FOR FULL KNOWLEDGE OF ECTRA AND RIDE RULES AND WILL AGREE TO ABIDE BY
THEM. For ECTRA rulebook send $3.00 to Marilyn Miles, Box 76, Clarksville, NY 12041. Approved hard hats required.
Riders will also be responsible for following Green Lane Park rules.

START/FINISH: Hand pump water for horses only (slow), you may want to bring your own water. Port-a-potty. Bring ties, corrals,
or pickets for your rigs. No tying to trees. Be prepared to clean up your area. Ask if you need hotel information.
See page 3 for camping information.

FOOD: Coffee, doughnuts Sunday morning. Snacks for riders at mid-point; sandwiches for helpers. Supper startsafter 1% rider’s
final trot out. Please tell us *ahead* of time how many helpers you’re bringing, but don’t let lack of notice prevent them
coming!

AWARDS: Completion (must turn in evaluation), Grand & Reserve, Novice Horse and Rider, Breed Awards. Two Wt. Divisions.

TRAIL: Well-marked wooded and sunny dirt and gravel trails suitable for novices. No farrier; come prepared. Several paved roads

to cross, and one long wooden bridge that has high railed sides. Vet check near midpoint between loops. For general
information on conditioning for a 25-mile CTR, call, or read Ridecamp archives on Endurance.net.

Directionsto Green Lane CTR Knight Road Parking Lot (CTR Start)

The Knight Road Parking lot of Green Lane Park is the start, midpoint, and finish. Green Lane Park is located just outside of Green
Lane, PA. It is Northwest of the city of Philadelphia, between the Lansdale (Exit 31) and the Quakertown (Exit 44) exits for the PA
Turnpike NE Extension (Route 476, North of Rte 276). Knight Road is between Rte 663 and Rte 29 just North of the town of Green
Lane. Knight Road Parking lot is just off of the intersection of Knight Road and Rte 29.

Instructions from the PA Turnpike NE Extension (Rte 476 North of Rte 276)

From the South, exit the PA turnpike NE extension (Rte 476) at Lansdale (Exit 31). Go right after the toll to get on Rte 63 West;
from this point you are approximately 9.3 miles from the T into Rte 29 North. Route 63 (Sumneytown Pike) West T’s into Rte 29
North. Turn right at the stop sign in the town of Green Lane to get on Rte 29 North. Knight road is on the left, approximately 1.3 miles
from this point. Turn left on Knight road; the parking lot for this event is on your left shortly after this turn.

From the North, exit the PA turnpike NE extension (Rte 476) at Quakertown (Exit 44). Go right after the toll to get on Route 663
West; from this point, you are approximately 4.8 miles from the traffic light in Pennsburg. Route 663 heading West from the PA
Turnpike NE Extension (Rte 476) goes through the town of Pennsburg. From the traffic light in Pennsburg (Rte 663 and Main Street/
Rte 29), continue straight on Rte 663. The turn for Knight road is about 1.9 miles. Turn left on Knight Road; the parking lot for this
event is on your right, about 2.5 miles from this turn.

Local instructions (included in above)

From the South — Rte 63 (Sumneytown Pike) West T’s into Rte 29 North. Turn right at stop sign in the town of Green Lane. Knight
road is on the left, about 1.3 miles from this point. Turn left on Knight road; parking lot for event is on left shortly after this turn.

From the North and East — Rte 663 heading West from the PA Turnpike NE Extension (Rte 476) goes through the town of Pennsburg.
From the traffic light in Pennsburg (Rte 663 and Main Street/Rte 29), continue on Rte 663. The turn for Knight road is approximately
1.9 miles. Turn left on Knight Road; parking lot for event is on your right, approximately 2.5 miles from this turn.

From the North and West - Rte 663 heading East intersects with Route 73. Stay on Route 663; from this point, the turn for Knight road
is approximately 4.9 miles. Turn right on Knight Road; parking lot for event is on your right, about 2.5 miles from this turn.

HORSE CAMPING
Information

For the first time, Primative Horse Camping at the Knight Road parking lot (CTR Start) on Hill Road in Green Lane Park. The site
has field parking, a porta potti, and horse water via manual pump. The park rules are posted at the entry to the field. No tying to trees.
Be prepared to clean up your area. Please let the Ride Secretary know if you will be Camping there.

Please do not show up at the site before 3:00 PM on Saturday. We should have someone there to park you perpendicular to the road
and off of the areas restricted for the CTR use.
