Note from the editor ---Every so often I get an e-mail from someone who can’t remember their membership 
number or their horse’s membership number.  Print out or save these Career Mileage pages so you’ll have a 

record that you can refer to when you renew your membership, need that information for the ride entry blanks, 
or need to check on your or your horse’s mileage.  

Your horse will receive its membership number after it completes its first ride, so if your horse has not yet 
accrued any mileage, he/she does not yet have a number.

Reminder --- When you register your horse for mileage, be sure to use the same name you used last year, and 
use this name on all your ride entry forms. If you use the horse’s registered name sometimes, and its barn name 
sometimes, it causes a great deal of confusion and can really mess up your points and mileage tallies.            P.6
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Dear Members, 

 You may not be a Ride Manager but it would behoove you to read the  notice below 
just the same.

To All Ride Managers and Sanctioning Agents,

New in 2010, you have two more options when planning your events; each was designed to appeal to a 
wider range of competitor. The first is the Conditioning Distance Ride event.  The second is a change to 
the Pass/Fail Performance Division offered within a Traditional CTR event. 

These are two different types of competition and it is extremely important that you download the 
2010 rule book and familiarize yourself with the rules pertaining to each. If you need further help 
you may contact a board member or our sanctioning chair (contact #s are on the ECTRA Who’s Who). 

In the meantime I hope this helps in explaining the main differences between the two:
 
1. Conditioning Distance Rides (CDR) are independent low mileage events (10-15-20 mile rides) 
designed to be an entry level competition for beginner riders/horses. CDR can also satisfy the veteran 
rider/horse that may not choose to do longer distances any more.
 
CDR makes allowances for the inexperienced competitor or older horse in that it allows for the wearing of 
leg protection. Leg protection may be helpful for an inexperienced horse that has not developed all the 
muscles to prevent interference, the older horse that may not move as well anymore, or the horse that 
may have a chronic interference problem (thus not traditionally CTR eligible). CDR also permits any type 
of hoof protection boot (AHP) with no restrictions. All protection above the coronary band must be 
removed for pre and post ride hands on vetting.

2. Pass/Fail is a "Performance" DIVISION and must be held within a traditional CTR distance of 25 
miles or more. This is a Performance Division, not a beginner division. Riders are expected to know the 
physical and metabolic demands placed on the long distance horse and are required to have at least 150 
CTR miles before being eligible to enter this division. Riders are also expected to know how to pace for the 
longer ride, thus no leg protection would be warranted (thus not permitted).  

The Pass/Fail Performance Division will now permit the use of Alternative Hoof Protection (AHP). AHP is a 
broad name given for many commercial hoof protection devices used in lieu of shoes - for whatever 
reason. Some strap around the pastern to secure them to the foot.  As long as they do not touch or 
extend above the fetlock joint, they are now permitted in the P/F Performance Division. AHP above the 
coronary band must be removed for pre and post ride hands on vetting.

The general membership has expressed diverse opinions as to whether any coverage above the coronary 
band should be permitted in ECTRA CTR. With this in mind the Board could not vote in favor of accepting 
them in all CTR competitions, but has agreed to allow them in competitions that carry NO YEAR END 
POINTS. Those competitions (TWO) that carry no year end points are CONDITIONING DISTANCE RIDES 
and THE PASS/FAIL PERFORMANCE DIVISION.

       
MANAGERS, PLEASE TAKE NOTE: The fee to sanction a CDR has been waived for 2010. In order to 
offer a P/F Performance Division, you must sanction for it along with normal sanctioning of your CTR and 
your entry blank must have a space to check off for those wishing to enter. The division offering will then 
be listed alongside your ride’s name on ECTRA’s ride schedule.

 
Hope this helps you to understand the premise for the rules. It is your responsibility to read the rulebook 
in regards to these new changes.
