may mean keeping a trail open for riding.  
Contact gwwills@pennswoods.net and ask for 
their “Leave No Trace” Minimum Impact Guide.

RESOLUTION OF THE PROTEST AT THE 2009 
GMHA 2-DAY HUNDRED

“At the GMHA ride on Sept. 6, 2009, one of a 
group of three riders was observed applying mud 
from a baggie to the legs of his horse prior to the 
final vet-out. Looking at their horses, the Ride 
Representative also observed the same mud on 
the legs of a second riderʼs horse. The judges saw 
the mud on all three days, were also aware of 
interference marks on the legs of the horses, and 
deducted points for the wounds on their score 
sheets accordingly.”

The actions of two of the riders were protested as 
a v io la t i on o f Ru le I H1 by  the R ide 
Representative. Upon investigation, all three 
riders confirmed that they  did apply the mud. Two 
applied it to the legs of their horses and one 
applied it to the left lateral thorax  of her horse. 
The riders explained that they believed that the 
mud had therapeutic and/or protective qualities. 
None of the riders believed that they had done 
anything in violation of the rules.

The Board wants to take the opportunity to point 
out that the intentional application of any 
substance to the exterior of the horse, except fly 
spray and water, as stated in rule I H1, is a 
violation of the rule. Intentional application of mud, 
dirt, sand, or anything other than fly  spray and 
water, is clearly a violation. The only  exception 
would be livestock crayon marker as permitted by 
management. The Board recognizes that there 
has been, in the past, use of mud, dirt, or sand for 
the purposes of attempting to disguise  wounds at 
the final vet-out, but judges now observe and 
record the wounds long before the final vet-out, as 
occurred in this incident. Also, the intentional 
application of any  substance of therapeutic value 
to the skin of the horse is similarly prohibited 
under I H1.


Since there appears to have been a widespread 
belief that the intentional application of mud, dirt, 
sand etc. to the horse is permissible, the Board 
does not believe that imposition of a sanction is 
called for in this instance. However, a second 
offense by  the same individuals might warrant the 
loss of completion for the event in question, or 
worse. ECTRA members are now on notice that 
the application of anything other than fly  spray, 
water, or crayon is a violation of Rule I H1 and 
may result in a sanction imposed against the rider.

HONORARY MEMBERSHIPS

Awarded to members or benefactors who have 
made outstanding contributions to ECTRA, this 
yearʼs recipients should be well-known to most of 
the membership.
Dr. Daniel Rice, or “Dr. Dan”, joined ECTRA in 
1983 and  has accumulated 4188 miles on his 
beautiful and athletic Morgans. For many  years, he 
rode and competed with his lovely  wife Carol, and 
later he rode on his own, with Carol doing crew  and 
support duty. Dr. Dan also acted as a vet judge for 
many a ride, demonstrating great kindness and 
professionalism towards both horse and rider alike. 
If it were not for his willingness to save a ride by 
withdrawing as a rider at the last minute, and 
serving as the vet judge, there would have been 
several rides that never would have been held.  As a 
rider, Dr. Dan demonstrated a high level of courtesy, 
grace and good sportsmanship at all times- a model 
for all riders.    Those of us who have had the 
privilege of sharing trail and camp time with Dan 

liked to tease him about some of his ride attire which 
might consist of a red plaid flannel overshirt and tall 
black rubber boots, with an ancient helmet perched 
on his head. 
   Danʼs horses were not always the easiest to ride 
or manage, and he worked long and hard until he 
finally  achieved his distance riding goal- a 
completion of the GMHA 3 Day  100. This he 
achieved in 2001, placing 7th overall in the ride on 
Secret Autumn Twilight, and then again in 2003, 
placing 4th overall.   It was an accomplishment of 
which he was most rightly proud. 
   Dan was always most gracious in his willingness 
to help other riders, and share his knowledge and 
experience as both a rider and a vet. One Dr. Dan 
saying, that I myself have used often was the 
comment he would make with great cheer at the 
start of a ride- “Furry side up, shiny side down!” 
   Dan is not able to compete any  longer, but when 
he can make the time to come to a ride to say hello, 
he is greeted with great delight and joy by  the many 
friends he has made over the years in ECTRA.(He 
still does organized pleasure rides-Ed.)

ECTRA's beloved Ky Anderson has been on the 
scene since the early  1970's. Her first CTR was a 
local 35 mile ride on Skiff Mtn. in her home town of 
Kent, CT. and she was hooked! She jumped right in 
and her 2nd ride was the VT 100 in 1971. Ky  went 
on to complete twenty  100 mile rides and well over 
2000 ECTRA miles. 100's were her favorite event 
and EllyAnne her favorite mount. To this day  Ky 
happily  serves wherever she is needed - as lay 
judge, announcer, and mentor, always encouraging 
competitors and most willing to share her knowledge 
and wisdom.

Ela  has died. “The horse world lost one of its most 
staunch supporters when Anna Ela, of Townshend 
Farm in Bolton, Mass, passed away  at her home on 
January  24th. Anna was 101 years old. Although this 
high profile Morgan breeder never rode in CTR, she 
was the sportʼs biggest cheerleader. Over the years, 
Anna gathered groups of riders to live at her farm 
and train for the Vermont 3-day  100. From its 
earliest days right up until the 60ʼs, The GMHA 100 
had ʻAnna-coachedʼ horses competing, often ridden 
by  her sister Ruth, her daughter Nancy  Caisse, Mary 
Turgeon, Sandy  Hunt, and others. Nancy  Caisse 
rode the 50th Anniversary Ride. Anna herself has 
attended every  GMHA 100 ride, with the exception 
of one several years back. She was in attendance in 
2009. At Annaʼs request, memorial contributions 
may be directed to GMHA.” (Editorʼs note - although 
Mrs. Ela never rode in a CTR, she judged quite a 
few, and was notorious for hiding in the woods to 
observe the horses and riders. Robin Groves tells 
the story  of having her horse spook suddenly  on one 
of these rides; always quick with a quip, Robin 
scolded “Mrs. Ela, did you move your pencil?”)
